Business of the Business: 
Option 1:

Six to 
Eight students from your class perform either a monologue or a short segment from a song (with 
sheet music for the pianist) for a Broadway director, casting director or performer for constructive 
criticism in a positive environment. Students will learn how to talk to the pianist, present their 
material effectively and professionally, while the entire group gains an understanding of what is 
necessary to achieve the best audition. (2 hour session)

After 90 minutes of work on the piece, your group will be joined by a Broadway 
performer who will discuss interpretation of the material and then perform it, accompanied by 
your students.  
2nd Option:  Arrive with prepared material of your choice to perform for a Broadway musician, 
instead of sight reading and performing with a singer. The Broadway musician will then guest 
conduct, give constructive feedback, and help your students perform to the best of their abilities. 
Your group will be able to ask questions about playing in a Broadway pit, training, and how one 
makes the journey from playing an instrument for fun to becoming a professional musician.
